ending in a sharp point

flat, sparsely hairy to hairless with 
smooth edges, usually less than 3 in., 
very thin, lance-shaped, and rather stiff

 Spread by waterways and animals 
 Native to southern Europe, northern 

Africa, southwestern Asia, and India
